Situated along the coast approximately 6 kilometers
west of downtown Matsuyama, the prefectural capital of
Ehime, Matsuyama airport offers excellent access to the
city center.

Constructed in 1972 as the first airport in Chugoku-Shikoku
region capable of accommodating jetliners, Matsuyama
airport has developed into one of the major regional
hubs of domestic air travel with the extension of the
airstrip to 2,500 meters and the completion of the new
terminal building in 1991. It has been regenerated as a
modern airport capable of operating larger airliners on
international routes with the construction of the

international terminal in 1994.
